Since October 2008, when Alan North asked me to lead our application for AHSC status,
MAHSC has been a significant part of my life. The esprit de corps shown by the partners
that was so important to our success in the process is the very essence of an AHSC and the
synergy we strive for. | have been very closely involved with the day-to-day operations of
MAHSC, not only more recently as interim Director, but during post-designation when the
foundations of the organisation were being laid. MAHSC is different from the other AHSCs
in that it truly represents health sciences rather than medicine and was prescient in its
systemic, non-centric community and primary care approach.

Possession of an AHSC is the greatest opportunity that Manchester has to establish itself
at the forefront both nationally and internationally in health and healthcare research and
healthcare delivery. The enthusiasm that the Clinical Academic Section Leads have
embraced their remit with is highly encouraging, as was demonstrated at our Away Day in
February. Genuine networks have been developed around Manchester bringing together
researchers and clinicians from all partners to address conditions as diverse as dementia
and cardiac disease. We are beginning to harness our strengths across the conurbation.
Parochialism, which for so long has held us back, is declining in the face of a need to
challenge as a unified Manchester brand. This is analogous to the strengths which reside
in a Great Britain team at the Olympics rather than the four individual home nations
competing separately. The structures that will allow the Clinical Academic Sections to
realise their ambition are being expertly marshalled by the Enabling Academic Section
Leads providing joined up approaches in everything from bio-banks to education.

| have no doubt that MAHSC is on an upward trajectory. We are starting to glimpse tangible
success which could not have been achieved before designation. Two examples are the
collegial approach to the current BRC/BRU application process and the development of the
MAHSC Research Office. The key challenge will be aligning MAHSC structures with those of
the University's Faculty of Medical and Human Sciences. At the same time we should not
forget that MAHSC represents far more than that one Faculty and is the NHS/ healthcare
delivery interface of the research ideas and discoveries emanating from all reaches of the
University.

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Member Successes

A group of Manchester genetic medicine
researchers and doctors have identified a
completely new inherited childhood disorder that
can be treated with a vitamin, helping to prevent
anaemia and epilepsy. The condition is caused by
an inherited change in an important enzyme
called dihydrofolate reductase. The identification
of the specific genetic change has lead to
treatment with a form of folate vitamin. Dr
Siddharth Banka, funded by a 3-year £185,000
NIHR Manchester Biomedical Research Centre
Fellowship, led the research study, working
closely with Dr Bill Newman and Dr Simon Jones.
The findings have been published in the
prestigious American Journal of Human
Genetics.
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Dr Nicholas Webb and his team at the Wellcome Trust
Children’s Clinical Research Facility recently screened
the first global participant in a worldwide trial looking
into the effectiveness of paricalcitol, a vitamin D
receptor activator, in children with chronic kidney
disease.

55 sites around the world are seeking to determine
how effectively and safely the drug lowers parathyroid
hormone levels. These are elevated in children with
chronic kidney disease and contribute to the
development of renal bone disease.

This significant achievement follows a string of global
firsts for the specialist children’s research facility,

which has had overwhelming success since opening in §
2009 at the Royal Manchester Children’s Hospital.

Six young biomedical researchers from The University of
Manchester and Central Manchester University Hospitals are off
to leading US and Canadian universities as part of an
international programme to boost their skills, funded by the NIHR
Manchester Biomedical Research Centre's Academy for Training
and Education.

The scholarships have been funded, worth £93,000 in total, to
help the researchers study for four months at the prestigious
university medical schools. Jim Pritchett, Tracy Briggs, Peter
Sipos, Theodora Nikolaidou and Oliver Monfredi (pictured) and
Mohammed Chowdhury will work with world-leading professors in
their chosen fields to learn the latest research techniques and
then bring these back to Manchester.

Prof Neil Hanley, who heads the Academy for Training and
Education, said: “These researchers are among our brightest
and best, and this is an exciting opportunity for them to work
with leading global scientists. This experience will also stand
them in very good stead when they apply for fellowships and
funding at the next stage of their careers. We are very grateful to
our US and Canadian collaborators for hosting these training
visits, and are confident that our researchers will bring back
valuable knowledge to share with BRC colleagues.”

One of the world’s leading biochemical scientists has moved to
Manchester to head an innovative £3 million unit dedicated to
developing new drugs to prevent or treat age-related conditions
such as diabetes, dementia and heart disease.

Prof Cooper, pictured, leads the NIHR Manchester Biomedical
Research Centre's new CADET facility, and is a world-leading expert
in drug discovery. He has published over 200 articles in leading
journals, been listed as inventor on more than 40 patents and
discovered several new drugs to treat diabetes. In the last year
alone, these drugs were used to treat more than 700,000 patients
in the United States.

“The Centre for Advanced Discovery and Experimental Therapeutics
is more than just a facility, it's a different philosophy and approach
to finding out what causes diseases, how they progress in the body
and how we can prevent or treat them,” said Prof Cooper. "This was
the major attraction for me in coming to Manchester, where CADET
is the link between laboratory scientists at the University and
patients on the hospital wards.

"The Biomedical Research Centre has
achieved a significant amount in three years.
It's the ideal place to develop new approaches
to predicting and preventing disease, and also
to pursue techniques to repair and regenerate
organs such as the heart, kidneys, arteries
and eyes which may have been damaged by
diseases like diabetes."

Research led by Dr Fiona Blackhall, a Consultant at The Christie Senior Clinical Lecturer in the School of Cancer and Enabling Sciences
at The University of Manchester, featured in national and international newspapers in March. Fiona was joint author in a study into a
new technique that could help improve diagnosis and treatment options for lung cancer patients. It involves counting the number of
tumour cells in blood samples before and after chemotherapy, allowing doctors to establish how well patients are responding to
treatment. The technique is an improvement on a current diagnosis test that is invasive and can only be carried out once. It is hoped
the research could lead to future developments in understanding how the disease develops.
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Salford Royal's Clinical Trials Unit (CTU) is delighted to welcome Dr Jane Mooney as
their new CLRN-funded Research Physician. Jane joins the unit with a
pharmacological and clinical medicine background and is looking forward to
supporting NIHR portfolio studies in the expanding Clinical Trials Team.

The post provides an interesting and exciting opportunity for Jane to fulfil the role
of Sub-Investigator and to expand her knowledge and experience of Clinical
Research within an established and dedicated Clinical Trials infrastructure.
